Meet the Speakers
& Emcees

Fr. Rastislav Dluhý is a Slovak Catholic priest and a member 
of the Congregation of the Most Holy Redeemer (Redemptor-
ists). He was ordained a priest in 2000 and has spent most of 
his priestly ministry in the formation of priests and seminarians. 
He is the founder of the Slovak version of the American journal 
Word Among Us, as well as the publication house Word Among 
Us – Redemptorists.

In 2010, he brought the Christlife courses Discover, Follow, and 
Share Christ to Slovakia. Fr. Dluhý earned a doctorate in journal-
ism in 2013; his dissertation analyzed and researched the impact 
of the EWTN show The Choices We Face. Since 2018, he has 
been on mission with two other Redemptorist priests in Kaunas, 
Lithuania, working in evangelization and parish missions, and 
prison, university, and vocational ministry.

Fr Alex Colautti, CC, is a Canuck who originally hails from 
Windsor, Ontario, which is (not) often called the “Florida of Can-
ada,” as it is the southernmost city in the Great White North. He 
was ordained a Catholic priest on May 5, 2018, as a member of 
the Companions of the Cross religious community. His deepest 
passion is to see people’s lives transformed through an encoun-
ter with Jesus in the power of the Holy Spirit, and this passion 
informs his approach to preaching and ministry. Fr. Alex currently 
serves in Detroit, Michigan, as the vocations’ director for Com-
panions of the Cross. When he’s not priesting it up, Fr. Alex en-
joys doing regular, human-being-type things like reading books, 
watching movies, playing soccer, and traveling. Once, he was 
foolish enough to run a marathon, but try not to hold that against 
him! He really is a nice guy most of the time.
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Peter Herbeck is the executive vice president and director of 
missions for Renewal Ministries. For more than thirty years, 
he has been actively involved in evangelization and Catholic 
renewal throughout the US, Canada, Asia, Africa, and Eastern 
Europe.
